Eastern North Carolina School for the Deaf invites public comment on the following proposed policies.  In accordance with applicable state law, policies are posted for stakeholder review and feedback prior to adoption by the Board of Trustees.
Policy Title/Number
Transportation Service/Vehicle Contracts 6340	
Summary of Policy
The proposed policy establishes standards and procedures for the procurement, contracting, and oversight of transportation services and vehicles for ENCSD.
The policy ensures that all transportation services support the safe, reliable, and efficient movement of students, staff, and school-related passengers in accordance with state and federal requirements.  Transportation services must also meet accessibility and communication needs.
The policy requires that all transportation contracts:
· Comply with North Carolina Department of Transportation safety standards and inspection requirements
· Ensure drivers are properly licensed, trained, and compliant with applicable laws
· Maintain appropriate insurance coverage and documentation
· Include clear terms regarding scope of services, performance expectations, and termination provisions
· Follow applicable procurement and competitive bidding requirements under state law
· Provide accommodations for students with disabilities, including accessibility and communication supports consistent with the ADA
The Superintendent or designee is responsible for negotiating, executing, and monitoring transportation contracts and ensuring ongoing compliance with safety standards and contractual obligations. Contractor performance will be regularly reviewed, and any deficiencies must be addressed promptly.
All procurement and contracting actions are conducted in accordance with North Carolina law, ENCSD procurement policies, and applicable Department of Public Instruction transportation guidance.
ENCSD is committed to ensuring that all parents and guardians, including those who are Deaf or Hard of Hearing, have disabilities, or have limited English proficiency, can meaningfully engage with the school.  All notices, policies, and opportunities for participation will be provided in accessible formats and languages, consistent with ADA, Section 504, and federal guidance.
